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Some questions for the symposium:
· What is tenor? How has tenor been modelled in systemic functional theory? 

· How do languages vary with respect to dynamics of tenor and its realization?

· How should options in tenor be represented? What is gained or lost in a network representation of tenor?

· How big is tenor? How much descriptive power do contextual vectors have?

· How does tenor look from the perspective of field and/or mode? How do field and or mode look from the perspective of tenor? 

· How does the vector of tenor enable interdisciplinary accounts of one specific context, or of a type of context?

· What semantic units are currently proposed? How do they relate to the variable of tenor?

· Do interpersonal semantic system relate to tenor as a whole? Or do some systems relate more directly to a particular aspect of tenor than another?

· How do we account for different perspectives on the ‘same’ situation?
